Sikkim is the smallest northeastern state of India. It

is the second least populated state in India and is
widely known for the serene beauty of nature.
Sikkim has become the first attraction of tourists
because of its clean environment and beautiful

(Bhutia) and Lepcha. Winters are cold, with heavy
snowfall in higher regions. Summers are mild and
pleasant, ideal for trekking and sightseeing. The
monsoon season brings heavy rainfall. Sikkim's
houses reflect a rich blend of tradition and

culture. Traditional homes, like those of the
Lepchas, feature bamboo and wood structures, often
raised on stilts to protect against moisture and
floods. Bhutia houses, built with stone and wood, are
designed for durability in the cold, while modern

houses incorporate elements like

in the region. People of Sikkim like to wear their
traditional dress ‘Kho’ (a long, loose robe-like
garment). Tamang, Selo, Maruni, Ghantu and Yak

Chham are few traditional dances of Sikkim.

Sikkimese cuisine is a vibrant mix of Tibetan, Nepali,
and Lepcha influences. It's known for dishes
like momos (steamed dumplings), thukpa (noodle
soup), momos (steamed dumplings), thukpa (noodle

preparations like phagshapa and sha phaley (stuffed bread)
